The Dormitory of the Medical University in Białystok   







§ 1





Obligations of the Council of Residents 

1. The Council of  Residents represents all students and PhD students residing in 

the dormitory before the authority of the University. 

2. The Council of  Residents is a co-host of the dormitory and carries out its activities in close liaison with the manager of the dormitory.  

3. The Council of Residents cares about creating in the dormitory  an  atmosphere and conditions favourable for pursuing in-depth study, having a rest and development  of student’s individual interests. 

4. The Council of Residents considers and accepts in its capacity residents’ requests and comments or comes with a request for assistance to the management of the dormitory and University authorities.

5. Within its capacity  the Council of Residents liaises with all students and PhD students who have accommodation in the dormitory. 

6. The Council of Residents acts as an advisory body not an executive body.

Rights of the Council of Residents 

1. In case of  any breach of the Rules, disregard for the common property, vivid devastation of the property by the resident or their visitor, the Council of Residents is entitled to request 

the management of the dormitory or University authorities to punish perpetrators and to pay the costs of devastation or move them out of  the dormitory.   

2. By consent of the manager of the dormitory,  the Council of Residents may have access to  rooms to engage in the activities, specified as  its obligations from § 1 above, 

in the dormitory, for example: day rooms, television room, computer room, and to necessary equipment or furnishings. The Council of Residents is held responsible for a proper use of the rooms and equipment. 

3. Members of the Council of Residents, of each dormitory, receive 25% discount on their rent payment, in return for their  active engagement in the Council.

4. The Council of Residents keeps a safe deposit of residents’ belongings in the time of  school holiday

Final Provisions 

1. The Council of Residents, composed of three members, is chosen by dormitory’s residents in equal, direct and by secret ballot elections for a two-year term. 

2. Membership of the Council of  Residents becomes void as a result of 

a. waiver of  membership 

b. graduation 

c. striking off the list of students/PhD students

d. recall   by voters 

e. move out of the dormitory (except for summer holiday) 

3. In case of expiry of  membership, the Council of Residents holds a midterm election 

according to the election statute, regulated by the proper provisions of the Statute of  the Medical University in Białystok. The term of the member of the Council of Residents chosen in a midterm election expires on the day of end of  the term of  other members who were elected in accordance with subpara. 1 above.
