The Rules of Election 





to the Council of Residents of the Dormitory 





       the Medical University in Białystok
1. General Provisions 


1. All residents of the dormitories of the Medical University in Białystok have got active and passive voting rights. 

2. Electoral candidates for members of the Council of Residents may be put forward by any resident of the dormitory. 

3. The candidate must be put forward and registered in writing, in two copies with their written consent thereupon. One copy is noted as received and is for the candidate.

4. The registration form must by signed by 20 residents of the dormitory as and for their support for the candidate.     

5. The resident may name as many as 2 candidates. 

6.  A list of candidates should have more candidates than a number of  members of the Council of Residents 

7. The Students Electoral Commission shall put a list of candidates on a notice board in 

the dormitory 72 hours before the set time of voting. 

8. Before the entrance to a room in which the election is held, the voter receives a ballot with the names of the candidates arranged alphabetically. 

9. Only if  the voter produces their valid student’s card and acknowledges receipt of a ballot by signing their name on a list of voters,  they will receive a ballot. 

10. The President of the Electoral Commission shall notify the voters of the election rules, especially voting techniques.

11. Voting is completed after putting a tick next to the name of a candidate on the ballot. 

12. A valid vote is a list on which a number of ticks next to the names of  the candidates is equal to or smaller than a number of members of the Council of Residents. 

13. The election is held on the dormitory premises.

14. The election to the Council of Residents is organized and administered by the Students Electoral Commission, composed of 5 members and established by the Students Parliament of the Medical University in Białystok.        

15. The Ballot Counting Committee, composed of  3 members,  is chosen temporarily, by open vote and  from the residents other than candidates.  The Committee continually works as long as voting and  ballot counting is finished, and a final report is compiled and signed. 

A number of ballots, of votes, and a number of valid and invalid votes should be included in a final report. 

16. The Ballot Counting Committee announces the results of  the election by putting the list on 

a notice board in the dormitory.

17. Every candidate may call a returning officer to participate as an observer in the work of 

the Ballot Counting Committee. A candidate reports to the President of the Ballot Counting Committee about calling a returning officer not later than after the elections end. 

18. The Rector is entitled to nominate returning officers to participate as observers in the work of the Ballot Counting Committee. 

II. Specific Provisions        

1. The Students Electoral Commission communicates with voters through announcements fixed on a notice board in the dormitory and in the common areas of the University as well as through a local radio station “Radiosupeł”. 

2. It is agreed that 3 members of the Council of Residents are elected.

3. The election is held every two years. 

4. The specific time limits for registration procedures and date of  election with voting hours are announced publicly by the Students Electoral Commission at least two weeks prior to 

the set time of elections. 

III. Final Provisions     

1. In case of waiver or inability of serving as a member of the Council of Residents, 

the vacancy is filled by a next successive candidate from the list who got the most votes.

2. Technical support for the election is provided by the Chancellor of the Medical University in Białystok. 

3. Until the election becomes in full force and effect,  all records and documentation are kept by the President of the Students Electoral Commission.

4. Other matters relating to the run and organization of the election are regulated by the proper provisions of the Statute of the Medical University in Białystok.

5. These Rules become effective on the day of their signing by the Rector of the Medical University in Białystok.
