for obtaining accommodation in the Dormitory No. ………,  the following is agreed: 







§ 1

1. The School allows the Student/PhD Student …………………………….. to share the room no…………… in the Dormitory No. ……………….., hereinafter called the”Dormitory” and to use the equipment, specified in the annex no. 1 to this contract for the purpose of their  residence, learning and having a rest. 

2. The School gives access to the subject of this contract as described in subpara. 1 above in a state and condition available for the agreed use and the Student/PhD Student obliges themselves to maintain it in such conditions for the whole term of the contract. 

3. The room becomes available for accommodation on the day of  signing this  contract, which the Student/PhD Student hereby acknowledges. 

4. The rights and obligations of the Student/PhD Student are described in the Rules of 

the Dormitory, and by signing this contract  the Student/PhD Student becomes responsible to abide by  the Rules.   


5. Upon  the prior announcement to the residents (on the notice board or on the Dormitory website) the School has got the right to make inspection of the room to see its state during  the academic year. 

6. While the residents of the room are absent, a School’s representative may enter the room in case of  reasonable need to ensure security in the Dormitory, especially when  the resident(s) left the electric equipment in operation, the windows open in the room, faults in Dormitory’s installation system or to do work required for a proper operation of the building, for example: inventorying, technical maintenance, extermination of insects, failures or faults reported by the Student/PhD Student. 

§ 2

1. The monthly rent for using the room is ……………… PLN. 

2. The Student/PhD Student is obligated to make a due monthly payment not later than by 

the 10th day of each month payable for a current month. If the payment is delayed, 

the School may charge statutory interest.  

3. The due payment should be transferred to the School’s bank account. 

§ 3

1. The Student/PhD Student shall pay 50.00 PLN as overdue penalty for  every case of 

    the following disobedience:

1. smoking cigarettes on the premises of  and in the rooms of  the Dormitory

2. using an electric heater in the room

3. electric equipment or gas cooker is left on and uncontrolled 

4. ventilation grille or fire system sensors are covered or tampered with

5. the room is left untidy after the termination of the contract

6. the front door to the room is covered or tampered with 

2. In the event of fire alarm, the Student/PhD Student should leave the dormitory instantly and 

    follow instructions provided by the sound security system or orders by members of fire service 

    and the management of the dormitory. For any act of  disobedience  committed for the first time, 

    50.00 PLN shall be paid as penalty; if the failure to follow the instructions is reported again, the 

    penalty is 300.00 PLN,  and in consequence this may result in striking off the list of residents of 

    the Dormitory. 

3. If the fire alarm has gone off through the fault of  the Student/PhD Student or  a visitor  invited 

    by them, the penalty is 30.00 PLN.  If the fire alarm has been initiated in the room, the penalty as 

    specified above will charge all residents of the room unless it is possible to identify a  

    perpetrator(s).  If the fire alarm starts as a result of Student’s/PhD Student’s fault in any common 

    area,  the penalty mentioned in the sentence above charge all residents of the given floor unless it 

    is possible to identify individual(s) responsible for. 

4. If  in the room, when the Student/PhD  Student is away,  the lighting or audio/video devices are 

    found to be on,  they shall pay the penalty of 20.00 PLN. If  it is not found who left the lighting 

    or audio/video devices on, all residents of the room shall pay the above-mentioned penalty. 

§ 4

1. The contract remains in force and effect for a specified period of time 

from (date) ……………. to (date) ……………………

2. The contract may be  terminated earlier,  on the day on which the decision on striking off 

the list of students/PhD students becomes in full force and effect. 

3. The School may not terminate the contract earlier if the Student/PhD Student: 

1. does not lodge during seven days after he gets a certificate of occupancy of the room 

2. is at least one month in arrears with  any rent payment

3. does not comply with the rules and regulations of the Dormitory

4. did not pay a sum of deposit by the day of lodging, as specified  in § 6 of this contract

5. did not observe the instructions regarding a fire alarm for the second time.

4. It is the manager of the  Dormitory who decides to terminate the contract; yet if referred to subpara. 3,  item 3 of this paragraph  - upon the Residents Council statement.

5. Upon the Student’s/PhD Student’s request the contract may be terminated earlier before 

the set time. 

6. Such a request should be submitted to the manager of the Dormitory at least one calendar month prior to the expected date of  relocation. 

7. After the expiry of the contract or earlier termination, the Student/PhD Student shall leave the room and settle accounts.    


8. The Student/PhD Student should make the room available before their relocation in such conditions in which he started his accommodation in the room, that is the clean fridge, fresh walls, mopped floor, tidy cupboards and lockers, empty dustbins, the keys given back to 

the manager office.

9. Before the relocation the Student/PhD Student should give back  things taken from the store room (bed covering, lamps, vacuum cleaner etc).

10. The Student/PhD Student is bound to inform of the time of their relocation within 2-3 days before leaving the room.

11. The Student/PhD Student shall make the room available, before their relocation,  

to the committee consisting of a representative of the Residents Council and a representative of the management of the Dormitory, or a representative of the management of the Dormitory.

12. Provided that the Student/PhD Student does not leave the room within the time limit, 

the manager of the Dormitory will relocate them in the presence of the committee and at their expense.

13. If  the Student/PhD Student, who was relocated in the presence of  the committee, does not appear to take his belongings within 7 days,  then their failure to appear means  that they agree that their belongings will be given to charity or written off in the presence of 

the committee.     

§ 5

1. When  the contract is not longer in effect, the Student/PhD Student is bound to leave 

the room and its equipment  in such conditions that could not be worse than those resulting from regular and proper use.   

2. If  the Student/PhD Student leaves their  belongings in the room and does not take them after 7 days from the day of relocation, then this means that  the Student/PhD Student agrees that their belongings will be given to charity or written off in the presence of the committee.     

3. The Student/PhD Student is responsible  for  compensation for property damage  in 

the Dormitory caused by them.   

§ 6

1. Deposit is paid to secure School’s receivables for possible damages, which may be caused as a result of property damage in the Dormitory  (the resident is also responsible for damages done to common areas) and for late rent payments for the Dormitory, added to interest surcharges and overdue penalties.

2. Deposit should be paid before lodging in the room for the whole time of residence in 

the Dormitory.

3. Deposit amounting to …………………… PLN*,    the Student/PhD Student shall pay  to the School’s bank account before lodging and after signing this contract.

4. When the contract is not longer in effect, and there are no financial liabilities or other debts owed to the Dormitory,  the deposit  is transferred for next academic year.   

5. After graduation or waiver of residence in  the Dormitory, the deposit will be refunded unless there is need to take the deposit due to the Student’s/PhD Student’s  liabilities owing to  the Dormitory.

6. Where a partial amount or full amount of the deposit was used to secure liabilities during

the academic year, the resident should pay again a full amount of deposit or make it up for an amount equal to the monthly rent paid for the room. 

§ 7

The Student/PhD Student hereby states that they give consent to processing their personal particulars for the purposes of this contract and of  awarding them financial assistance – a room in the Dormitory.

§ 8

1. The provisions of the Civil Code apply to matters not regulated in this contract.

2. The Contract is compiled in two identical copies – one copy for the Student/PhD Student and the other for the School.
